Some time ago, I had the privilege of hearing a heartfelt missions message 
from our Missions Director, Pastor Danie Hoff, at Rushing Wind Worship Center in 
Seminole, Florida, pastored by Rev.’s Rich & Vunita Iske.  She spoke of the hardships 
she had to overcome on her mission trip (refer back to the March and April 2009 
newsletter article “Mission Trip Memories:  My Second Trip to Gary, WV!!” parts 1 
and 2), which varied from just getting to her mission trip destination, to the team she 
had to work with, and events that happened on her trip. 

She was not afraid of heights, so she was assigned to work on the roof of a 1 
½-2 story building.  No fork lifts were with them, so to get to the roof they had to use a 

ladder.  Things were going pretty good, till a team leader started up the ladder with a pack of roofing tiles on his shoulders.  
Somewhere along the way up the ladder, things shifted and it fell to the ground with the team leader landing underneath the 

ladder with tiles strewn all about him.  The sound of him hitting the ground got the team’s attention, but even more so was the cry of 
pain that followed.  

When she reached the edge of the roof and looked over it, the team leader was dripping bright red blood from his chin and 
neck.  It was a gut-wrenching sight!  Her leader’s neck looked like it could have been slashed open!  

From the first moment she laid eyes on the accident scene, after poking her head over the edge of the roof, she shouted down 
to the team members, “Don’t move!!  No one move him!!  If his back and neck are severely injured, he could be in great pain or worse 
(paralyzed)!  Don’t move him or you might injure him more.  Don’t touch any blood directly with your hands (universal precaution 
procedures).” 

Her leader told her, later that week, that he had been very scared, panicked, and in a lot of pain when he first fell.  When he 
heard her voice sound calm and the other team members come to aid him, he knew the situation was under control and that he would 
be o.k.  He stopped panicking and calmed down as a result. 

You see, her mother is a nurse and taught her how to stay calm and what to do in this type of emergency.  We give God the 
glory for this training and for this man’s sacrifice that was made for the benefit of others.  Sometimes we go through life doing things 
we do not understand and making sacrifices for others. 

When I heard this message, I could not help but think of none other than the little Israelite girl, a maid (a slave) to the wife of 
Naaman, Captain of the host of the king of Syria.  When he and his troops went into Israel and took over the country, he brought home 
to his wife this little Hebrew girl to be her slave.  It was a known fact that Naaman was a Leper and soon he would need to be exiled.  
Now he did not want that, nor did the King, for he was a mighty man of valor. 

When the little Hebrew girl heard of this, she told Naaman that there was a prophet in Samaria who could heal him.  In 2nd 
Kings Chapter 5, we find that Naaman goes to see the prophet, Elisha.  Elisha did not even come out to see him, but told him to go dip 
himself seven times in the river Jordan. 

Now this man of valor, to say the least, was upset!  First, the man of God did not even come out to greet him, as he was 
accustomed to, and also the river Jordan was one of the dirtiest rivers in the world.  Surely, he wanted to dip in a clear river, not a dirty 
one!  So he refused to do so.  He went home without receiving the blessing that was there for him.  Then his servants asked him if he 
was told to do a great thing, would he do it.  He should surely then go and be made whole. 

That little Hebrew girl did not see what God had in store for her when she was taken by force from her family, but God 
wanted to use her in this great plan he has for each of us.  As Pastor Danie did not know, when she left home, just what God had in 
store for her to do on her trip.

 Some forty plus years ago I was at our week-end 
retreat, alone in a drunken stupor, when the Lord visited me 
one more time in my life.

MEANS TO ME!!!  
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In The Midst Of 
Trouble…

James 1:1-8 (NIV)—“James, a servant 
of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, to 
the twelve tribes scattered among the 

nations:  greetings.  Consider it pure joy, my brother, 
whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you know that 
the testing of your faith develops perseverance.  Perseverance 
must finish its work so that you may be mature and complete, 
not lacking anything.  If any of you lacks wisdom, he should 
ask God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, and 
it will be given to him.  But when he asks, he must believe and 
not doubt, because he who doubts is like a wave of the sea, 
blown and tossed by the wind.  That man should not think he 
will receive anything from the Lord; he is a double-minded 
man, unstable in all he does.” 
 
 This verse has had a great impact on me over the past 
month.  I have been in the midst of trouble...especially due to 
the economic crisis and my own employment problems.  I 
started a new full-time job a month ago, mostly due to the fact 
that this particular job gave me Saturdays and Sundays off.  I 
am also going to school part-time and have an internship at 
Spiritual Life Concepts, Inc. in the Missions Department.  
Other jobs will not give you the weekends off, unless it is a 
regular 9:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m. office, bank, government, or 
school related job.  I needed the weekends off in order to go to 
school (I have class on Saturdays in Fort Pierce, FL at IRSC) 
and do the internship.   
 

It took me a long time to find a job that would allow 
me to do all three things:  work full-time, go to school (include 
6 hours of travel time to get to Fort Pierce, FL and back to 
Largo, FL in one trip), and do an internship.  Not easy!  There 
were not many jobs that were willing to cooperate with me, 
much less hire me.  I had too many things going on at once.  I 
went to the local Workforce Development Career Center for 
help on my resume and then had it posted online for months.  
No bites from employers.  I redid the resume and jazzed it up.  
One bite.  I had an interview, but it was a no go.  I checked the 
paper every week.  I had three more interviews until I found 
my current job.  I thanked God and let out a sigh of relief!!   

 
That was short-lived relief period.  It turned out that 

the job was customer service oriented as well as a sales job.  
My employment is based on my performance.  Even through 
great effort, feedback from supervisors, and much time spent 
in prayer over my failure to meet the minimum daily (18-20 or 
more sales per day) requirement.  Let’s say, I am currently 
averaging less than half of the 20 sales a day that I need in 
order to keep my job.  I am now faced with having to look for 
another job, if God does not intervene soon to bless my 
performance in the current job.   

 
I have a Bachelor degree in Interdisciplinary Studies, 

but it is a Theology degree in essence.  Some people have told 

me that this degree is like having a Philosophy degree.  What 
are you going to do with it?  They said all I could do was teach 
in a private school or work in a church.  I need more 
experience in the field before I can work in a church.  Most 
employers, including churches, like to hire people who already 
have experience in that field.  That is why I am currently 
doing an internship with SLC.  Working in the mission field 
(home or foreign missions) is my passion, but most 
missionaries need to raise support or be bi-vocational.  I had a 
plan to help make me bi-vocational, go get a teaching 
certificate for people who already have their bachelor degree.  
I am currently going school to receive a teaching certificate.  
Unfortunately, I did not meet the requirements for a temporary 
teaching certificate or it would have been easier to find a job 
and understand the teaching process itself by getting 
experience in the education field.  I want to eventually have a 
TEFL certificate and a teaching certificate to help me teach 
English as a foreign language.  I prayed about using this on the 
mission field to help me go to foreign countries, especially 
countries in Asia.  That dream seems far off…due to my 
current financial circumstances and the trouble I have had 
trying to understand subjects in school. 
 

Churches/non-profit organizations are not hiring now 
or are having trouble holding on to the staff they currently 
employ.  The educations system is not much better.  There is a 
current hiring freeze in most career fields and competition is 
very stiff for any open position.  If you have read the news 
lately, schools and businesses have been firing people, 
consolidating staff positions, eliminating excess positions, and 
closing down schools/businesses in all states.  People are 
suffering, here in the U.S., and all over the world! 

 
I know that, according to the featured verse, God will 

provide for my needs and situation/circumstances.  Whether it 
is through blessing my job performance or providing a new 
job for me…I know that He will take care of me no matter 
what happens!!  It has been a trial trying not to lose hope in 
the face of despair.  I know that this trial is to be considered a 
joy, not that I feel joy because of the circumstances, but 
because James says, “…you know that the testing of your faith 
develops perseverance.  Perseverance must finish its work so 
that you may be mature and complete, not lacking anything.”  
Not lacking anything, so that we can be made complete 
through Jesus Christ.  The Bible goes on to say that if we lack 
wisdom, God will give it to us generously without finding 
fault.  All we have to do is seek our God and He will give it to 
us.  There is a catch though!!  We cannot doubt when we ask 
God (pray for God’s will too!!).  We must believe!!  Despite 
circumstances, people, or Satan, or whatever comes our way.  
The Lord is trying to teach us patience in all things and to 
have a steadfast heart that learns to turn to Him and rely on 
Him for everything!
