He was betrayed and sold into slavery by his own brothers, falsely accused of a crime, and thrown 

into prison for years.  God was with him every step of the way though!  Everywhere Joseph went, the hand of 

God was visible working in his life.  The favor and grace of God allowed events and people to move so that He 

could ultimately save the Israelites and Egyptians from a seven year famine.  Joseph did not know why things 

kept happening to him.  Despite everything that happened, Joseph kept his faith and hope in God.  Even though 

the persecution he endured was undeserved, God brought good out of the crises that Joseph encountered in his 

life.
